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DIRECTIONS TO MT.  NITTANY  VINEYARD & WINERY 

From State College:  Follow Rt. 322 East to Rt. 45 East.  Following the blue winery signs, turn left onto 
Linden Hall Rd. Proceed around the bend and down the hill.  Take a right at the pond onto Rock Hill Rd. 
and go through the village of Linden Hall.  Take a left turn just before the church onto Brush Valley Rd.  
Take a right onto Houser Rd. toward the mountain, enter the woods, and continue up the lane to the 
winery. 
  
From Lewisburg/Milton:  Follow Rt. 45 West toward State College.  Following the blue winery signs, 
turn right onto Linden Hall Rd.  Proceed around the bend and down the hill.  Take a right at the pond 
onto Rock Hill Rd. and go through the village of Linden Hall.  Take a left turn just before the church onto 
Brush Valley Rd.  Take a right onto Houser Rd. toward the mountain, enter the woods, and continue up 
the lane to the winery. 
  
From Williamsport/Lock Haven:  Follow Rt. 220 South to State College.  Refer to the "From State 
College" directions above. 
  
DIRECTIONS FROM MT. NITTANY VINEYARD & WINERY TO THE WHISTLE STOP:  

Follow Houser Rd. back to Brush Valley Rd.  Turn left onto Brush Valley Rd. and follow it for about 6 
miles into Centre Hall boro.  Brush Valley Rd. becomes Rt. 192 East at the traffic light.  Turn right at the 
traffic light onto Rt. 144 South (Pennsylvania Ave.).  Turn left onto E. Wilson St. at the railroad track.  
The Whistle Stop is on the left, at the corner of E. Wilson and Pennsylvania Ave.
